As a part of ACTE’s continuing effort to keep all stakeholders informed of key Association decisions, the Association for Career and Technical Education (ACTE) wanted to inform you that the ACTE Board voted on a $20 dues increase for its individual members. The new membership pricing structure will go into effect on July 1, 2010.

Before making this decision, the ACTE Board looked at external factors such as the Consumer Price Index, which had risen slightly more than 20 percent since the last ACTE dues increase; that first-class postage costs had increased 10 cents per piece during that time; and that paper costs had increased roughly 20 percent as well. Despite these heavy increases, ACTE has managed to maintain a healthy budget by diversifying its revenue streams through grants and sponsorships; by cutting costs in every project area within the Association; by bidding out and changing vendors on a number of key project areas, including magazine printing, Web vendor, and Convention subcontracts; by delaying key strategic priorities such as leadership development; and by not filling key staff positions quickly. 

Taking all of those factors into account, and looking at a declining membership and increased demand from members for more and timelier services, the Board ultimately decided that a $20 increase would keep the Association moving in the right direction, but not overburden the individual member.
